Main hull.  

 
Okay, the amaôs are safely tucked away under the house, the shed has been cleaned 

up a bit ï as much as it is possible to clean a boat shed ï and Iôm ready to start on the 

main hull. Yay! The main hull is made of foam sandwich as are the amaôs so the 

whole process is pretty much the same but on a bigger scale. 

 

 
 

Once again the frames are set up on the strong back. The strong back has been 

levelled with a dumpy but when you put a batten along the tops of the frames it really 

tells the story and there is always a bit of adjustment to be made. I have found the old 

mark 1 eyeball never fails when building a boat.
